Are advised to stay home for 7,
days upon return and check

themselves for flu like illnesses.

Do not join mass gatherings su
as cinemas, shopping malls, st
permarkets, etc.

Keep a record of your move-
ments.

If a respiratory illness with a
temperature of above 38 C de-
velops within 7 days, put on a
surgical mask and call 993 for
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ambulance.

Meanwhile, what can all of us
do?

See the doctor immediately if
you do not feel well.

Avoid contact with persons wit
symptoms of influenza.

Avoid crowded areas and main
tain good ventilation.
Observing good personal and
environmental hygiene is impo
tant. Wash hands thoroughly
with soap and water frequently
and when they are contaminat
by respiratory secretions e.g. 8
ter sneezing.

Regularly washing your hands
one of the key measures as th
influenza is spread mainly by
contact.

Maintain good body resistance
through a balanced diet, taking
regular exercise, having ade-
guate rest, reducing stress ang
not smoking.

All visitors
hwill have to have their tempera
ture taken and a record will be
kept for traceability purposes.
